Getting started:

Assemble track and track components according to the included assembly instructions.

Insert 4 AA (called LR6 in some countries) alkaline batteries in the battery 
compartment located on the bottom of the engine.

Instructions for play 

Engine, Coal Car and Caboose:

Turn the engine on using the “Off/Low/High” switch located near the smokestack, 
and then place the engine and coal car on the track facing either direction. Attach 
the caboose to the coal car to complete the train.

The engine and coal car are permanently attached, and cannot be separat-
ed.

To start and stop the train, press the “Go” button located on the top of the train.

Press the bell located on the top of the engine to hear realistic train sounds!

How to Use the Alphabet Blocks:

Use the alphabet blocks to magically bring the train to life! 

Insert a block into the coal car and firmly press down until the red indicator 
light turns on. Now you’re ready to go!

4 Ways to Play!

• Insert a block in the coal car with the letter side up and the train teach the 
letter name, phonetic sound and a word that starts with the letter.

• Insert a block in the coal car with        ,       or       side up and the train will 
travel around the track and play one of three classic songs, including the 
“ABC Song,” “Down by the Station,” and “I’ve Been Working on the Railroad.”

• Insert a block in the coal car with        side up and the train will travel around
the track and play an instrumental train song.

• If the train does not have a block in the coal car, the train will race around 
the track and play fun train sounds.

To remove a block from the coal car, press down firmly on the star-shaped 
eject button until the block pops up. The indicator light will turn off when block 
is released and ready to remove.

How to Stop the Train:

At any time during play, the train may be stopped by pressing the “Go”
button located on the top of the train. Press the “Go” button again to start 
the train on its way!

To stop the train at the Letter Station or the ABC Construction Site, 
simply turn the stop sign until the stop sign indicator turns red.

The train will continue to stop at that location until the sign is turned 
back and the stop sign indicator turns green.

Battery Safety:
Batteries are small objects. Replacement of batteries 
must be done by adults.
Follow the polarity (+/-) diagram in the battery compartment.
Promptly remove dead batteries from the toy.
Dispose of used batteries properly.
Only batteries of the same or equivalent type as recommended are to be used.
DO NOT incinerate used batteries.
DO NOT dispose of batteries in fire, as batteries may explode or leak.
DO NOT mix old and new batteries or types of batteries 
(i.e. alkaline/standard).
DO NOT use rechargeable batteries.
DO NOT recharge non-rechargeable batteries.
DO NOT short-circuit the supply terminals.
