Battery Information:

Requires 4 AA (called LR6 in some countries) alkaline batteries. Batteries
included are for in-store demonstration purposes only and should be replaced
to improve performance.

Note: Some versions may only require 3 AA batteries. Please utilize all
available battery slots according to the version you purchased.

Battery Safety:

Batteries are small objects. Replacement of batteries must be done by adults.
