Getting Started

To turn on the FIX THE MIX!" game, slide the switch from the OFF position to one of the 3 level
positions. Turn off the game by returning the switch to the OFF position.

Note: The FIX THE MIX! game will automatically turn off after T minute of inactivity. You can turn it on
again by sliding either of the switches or pressing the blue Start button.

Game Levels

The FIX THE MIX! game features 3 levels of play. Each level can be played by moving the switch from
the OFF position to one of the levels (1, 2 or 3).

In each level, your child will be asked to put various songs and patterns in the correct order. The song
or pattern will play through once at the start of each game. When each Fix-it is moved, it plays a
segment of the song or pattern. Your child must move the five Fix-its in the right order to win.

Level 1: In the first level, your child will be introduced to sequencing numbers and a short song.
There is no scoring at this level.

Level 2: The second level introduces counting in a foreign language, daily routines, days of the week,
early science and more. Your child will receive a score at the end of each round.

Level 3: In the third level, your child can continue to explore sequences that are increasingly
challenging, including counting by 2s, 5s and 10s, counting backwards, the Alphabet Song and the
months of the year.
